GENERAL MEDICATION INSTRUCTION

1. Have your prescription filled, and refilled before your supply is gone.

2. Read the label on your medicine bottle carefully.  If you do not understand ask.

3. Be patient – give your medicine time to work

4. Continue to take your medicine until your entire treatment is completed or until your physician tells you to stop.

5. Take your medicine by the same schedule every day.

6. Use measured spoons or cups when taking liquid medicine.

7. Do not mix medicine together in one bottle or box unless set up in a medication organizer.

8. Keep your medicine in a cool dry place.  Do not store in the refrigerator unless directed.

9. Never share your medicine with anyone else.

10. Keep medicine out of the reach of children.

11. Over-the-counter drugs or drugs you can buy without a prescription are medicines and should be used carefully.  Ask before taking with prescribed medicines.

12. If you have medicine that has been stopped by your physician, ask your physician if you should throw the medicine away or hold onto it for awhile.
